Ancient Rhythms of the Serengeti
A spectacular profusion of wildlife harmoniously 
coexists with semi‑nomadic Maasai people who 
have roamed its trackless grasslands for centuries. 
The key to the vitality of the Serengeti lies in the 
seasonal migrations of wildlife in a rhythmic cycle 
triggered by a search for water. By November of 
each year, heavy rains have replenished the 
Serengeti’s savannas with succulent grasses, herbs 
and shrub foliage. Herds of grazing animals begin 
the 620‑mile‑long journey from the Maasai Mara 
to the Serengeti, returning for the March through 
March calving season — the optimal time 
for humans to view a phenomenon regarded  
as one of the Seven Natural Wonders of Africa.
