Yuletide Traditions

The tradition of open-air winter
fairs dates back to 13th-century
Vienna, when Duke Albrecht |

granted citizens permission to hold |

a market to gather supplies for the
cold months ahead. Though
originally practical rather than religious, these wintermérkte
quickly grew in popularity, spreading throughout the
German-speaking regions during the Middle Ages. By the
16th and 17th centuries, as Christmas festivities became more
widespread across Austria and Germany, these humble
winter markets evolved into the Christkindlmérkte — literally,
the “Christ Child markets” — celebrations that blended faith,
festivity and craftsmanship.Market stalls soon overflowed
with confections, wooden toys, hand-carved nativity figures
and nutcrackers, setting the stage for the beloved holiday
markets we know today. These centuries-old customs
continue to thrive in Christmas markets across Europe. Each
December, cities glow with twinkling lights, evergreen
garlands, the scent of roasted chestnuts and the warmth of
mulled glihwein, as the sound of carolers fills the winter air.
