In this exhilarating
cultural spectacle, pairs of
water buffalo are harnessed
together and guided by
jockeys who ride on small
wooden sleds, using their
bare hands and feet

to balance.

The parkis home to other
wildlife, including wild boars,
water buffaloes, macaques
and diverse bird and marine
life populations. Enjoy a
Captain’s Farewell Reception
and Dinner this evening.

Stop at Tohpati
village to observe traditional
Balinese hand weaving and
batik making, tour galleries
and purchase textile crafts,

Continue to
Batubulan Village, a cultural
and artistic hub renowned for
its traditional performing arts
and stone carving. Delight to
a performance of a traditional
Balinese Barong dance,
depicting the eternal battle
between good and evil.
